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NOTICE 

Sant Ji's first visit to Bangalore has been successfully com- 
pleted, and a report will be published in next month's is- 
sue. While in Bangalore, Sant Ji announced the following 
changes in next year's program, which should be carefully 
noted by all: 

1) The Bombay program, scheduled for January 
1988, and the Bangalore program, scheduled 
for July 1988, have both been canceled. 

2) The proposed trip to Europe and Africa, sched- 
uled for May 1988, has been postponed for one 
year, to May 1989 (and consequently, forcing 
the postponement of the proposed 1989 trip to 
the United States to 1990). 

3) The trip to South America, scheduled for May 
1988, will take place a s  planned, God willing; 

4) And so will the regular schedule of Groups 1-7 
to Rajasthan. 

Sant Ji's health has not been good, and it is hoped that the 
lightening of the schedule - especially in terms of excessive 
traveling and sharp climate change -which this revised pro- 
gram represents, will enable Him to serve us next year at 
the least possible cost to His body. 

It is important to note that the cancellation of the Bom- 
bay and Bangalore programs next year eliminates 200 op- 
portunities to go to His Feet, and this further decreases the 
chances that anyone who went to India this past year will 
be able to go in any group next year (except for those seva- 
dars whom Sant Ji has named specifically).

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The Great Secret 
Sant Ajaib Singh Ji 

A HYMN of Swami Ji Maharaj is 
presented to you. By reading the 

bani or the writings of the Mahatmas we 
come to know that, even after becoming 
the pure, holy, highest Shabd, still They 
call Themselves "the ones who have all the 
faults." They do not justify Themselves, 
They do not go on saying that They are 
something: because when They go within 
They see the Reality. Often I have said 
that people come to know about the Real- 
ity only after they have gone within; we 
can get the real understanding of the Mas- 
ter only after going within; we can never 
understand the Master outwardly. So that 
is why Swami Ji Maharaj has said, as all 
the Mahatmas have said, that They did 
not have any good qualities; only after 
going within did They come to realize that 
if there was anyone who could make 
Their lives, it was Their Master. That is 
why They say that Master has made Their 
life; and before Their Master They always 
say that They are the ones with faults. 

Sometimes outwardly we show our 
humility to  people, but inwardly we are 
not what we show. From within we only 
seek honor; we only expect people's 
praise. But Mahatmas are not like that. 
They are completely humble from within. 
Their reality is that the truth is manifested 
within Them, and outwardly also They 
are full of humility. 

During His illness Master Sawan Singh 
Ji used to make His Pathi sing this hymn, 
and the dear ones who lived near 

This talk was given April 3, 1987, at Sant 
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Master Sawan Singh in those days, espe- 
cially our beloved Master Kirpal Singh Ji, 
used to say that whenever His Pathi 
would sing this hymn Master Sawan 
would shed tears in the remembrance of 
His Master. And we people who lived 
near Him and who were around Him at 
that time, were surprised how this Mas- 
ter, Who had become the Sat Purush, was 
calling Himself before His Master "the 
one who is full of faults." 

Swami Ji Maharaj says, "0 my Sat- 
guru, I am the greatest of sinners, I have 
come to Your door. Liberate me." 

Guru Arjan Dev Ji Maharaj also says, 
"I am the dirty one, You are the pure one; 
I am without any good qualities, You are 
full of good qualities; I have come to  
Your door; forgive me." 

Anyone who has taken advantage of 
Sant Mat and has become successful on 
this Path has done so only by becoming 
humble. He has never looked at the faults 
of others. If he has to look at the faults 
of others, he has already looked at the 
faults of his own mind, his own self. Even 
if he does not have any faults, still he al- 
ways says, "I am full of faults,"- because 
he knows that if there is anyone who has 
made his life, it is his Master and no one 
else. 

Guru Nanak Dev Ji Maharaj says, 
"Understanding yourself as the one who 
is the worst of all, recognize that every- 
one else in this world is better than you." 
It does not mean that Mahatmas were full 
of faults or that They were worse than 
worldly people. They realize the Reality; 
and that is why They said, "Dear ones, 
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this world is not a place where you can 
boast of your qualities. In this world you 
can become successful, and enter the door 
of the Almighty Lord's home, only if you 
develop humility." 

Kabir Sahib also said, "The mind has 
become like an elephant and after getting 
involved in the mind and the I-hood, we 
have become even bigger than an ele- 
phant. The Path which goes to our be- 
loved Home is narrower than one-tenth 
of a hair. How is it possible for such a 
mighty mind to go on that Path?" 

0 Master, I am a grave sinner. 
My friendship is with lust, anger, de- 

ception and cunning. 

"What bad qualities do I have? Whom 
have I made my friends? I have made 
friendship with lust. Anger is my friend; 
greed, attachment, egoism are my com- 
panions; I am always deceitful. This is 
that which I do every day." 

I have adopted greed, attachment, 
egoism, jealousy, name and fame. 

He says, "In order to fulfill my greed it 
doesn't matter how much I have to travel; 
I am ready to travel any amount, any 
length, any distance to fulfill that greed. 
And wherever I go I always expect that 
people should praise me and give me 
honor, and I have made all these my com- 
panions." 

I am cunning, a liar, a tormentor and 
violent. I have committed many 
sins. 

Swami Ji Maharaj says, "I am deceitful, 
violent, greedy and full of limitless 
faults." 

I cannot bear pain and disrespect. I 
am full of desire for comfort and 
respect. 

"What else do I have? I expect the com- 
forts and the pleasures of the world; I am 
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afraid of the sufferings of this world. I 
love the Master only because I seek pleas- 
ures and I want Him to give me the com- 
forts of the world. And when I do not get 
those, when He gives me suffering, then 
my love for Him is stopped. So this is my 
condition: I am always seeking pleasure 
and comfort from the Master and my de- 
votion for Him lasts only as long as He 
gives me comforts." 

So long as we have the comforts and 
happinesses of the world we may go on 
saying, "It is all in the Will of God. God 
is giving us all these things." But when in 
His Will the moments of pain and suffer- 
ing come in our life, then only a few 
people are there - rare are the fortunate 
ones - who remain with the same faith in 
the Master. Most of the time when people 
have to face the suffering of the world 
they lose their faith in Him. 

I crave delicious tastes and dishes. My 
mind and tongue are addicted to 
them. 

"All life long the desire to eat fancy and 
delicious food is created and I do not feel 
grateful to the One Who is giving me all 
these things to eat. Instead of becoming 
grateful for what He is giving to me, I 
crave more delicious food, and every day 
I have this: I am always involved in the 
taste of my tongue." 

We farmers know that if a cow does 
not want to give milk, what do we do? 
We give her some delicious food and she 
gets involved in that and then no matter 
what you do to her, she will not bother 
you; she will let you do that. In the same 
way, we jivas are also attached to the taste 
of the tongue, and when we are attached 
to that we don't care what our mind does 
with us. 

Hazrat Bahu has said, "The learned 
ones go on repeating the name of the 
Lord and go on arousing people in the 
name of the Lord. The Mullahs also go 
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on visiting place after place and talking 
about God. Wherever they see that they 
will get good food to eat, they go there 
and do their devotion more than other 
places. Bahu says, Those who sell their 
earnings for the sake of the worldly 
things, are plundered in this world as well 
as in the world beyond." 

I have let wealth and woman dwell in 
my heart. I am full of hopes from 
my wife and sons. 

Now he says, "Either I have the desire to 
collect as much wealth as possible in this 
world, or I am attached to the love of 
woman"- or the woman is attached to the 
love of man. He does not rely on God Al- 
mighty Who has given Him everything. 
He does not look to Him for his future, 
but he is expecting his children to look af- 
ter him instead. 

I, the sinner, suffer a lot; still I do not 
give up these ways. 

Now He says, "We ask for the world, we 
ask for the materials of the world, and 
God Almighty gave them to us; but we 
did not find any happiness or joy from 
them. We got only pain and suffering 
from them." But still this sinner mind is 
such that he does not want to become 
grateful to the Almighty Lord for what 
He has given to us, and not even in the 
state of forgetfulness does he want to 
come to the path of devotion. 

This wicked mind is the disciple of 
Kal. 

Every day he deludes me; he has be- 
come fearless. 

Swami Ji Maharaj says that mind is the 
agent of the Negative Power, and living 
in this world he has become fearless. He 
does not understand even a little bit the 
things you explain to him; he keeps you 
in illusion and will tell you, "Well, this 
mistake has been done now, we will not 
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do it again." But that is how he keeps us 
involved in illusion and in the cycle of 
coming into this world. 

Whenever he was beaten by suffering 
he became afraid and did the medi- 
tation. 

Swami Ji Maharaj tells us the condition 
of the mind. He says that when one does 
not get peace, happiness and joy from his 
family or children, when he does not get 
happiness and comfort from his wife and 
from worldly materials, when he gets only 
pain and suffering and discomfort from 
worldly things, families, children, wives, 
husbands, etc., then, becoming afraid of 
God Almighty, he starts coming to the 
satsang and doing the meditation of the 
Lord, thinking that maybe now God will 
shower grace on him. So He says, "After 
trying everything and not getting any 
comfort and happiness, finally he came 
to the Path and started attending satsang, 
and he did that only because he was afraid 
of God Almighty and because he was 
seeking His grace." 

See the grace and mercy of the 
Satguru! 

He accepted even that meditation. 

Swami Ji Maharaj praises the gracious 
Master. He says that it doesn't matter if 
that person did the meditation and came 
to the Path of the Masters only because 
he was afraid of more suffering and pain; 
it doesn't matter if the person started do- 
ing meditation only because he was in- 
timidated and wanted to  get some grace. 
The gracious Master is so innocent and 
so gracious that He only accepted that de- 
votion; He said, "Well, it is good that he 
has done devotion; it doesn't matter how 
he has done it; it does not even matter if 
he did not do it in the first place." 

I am very shrewd, cunning and talka- 
tive. I always argue to win. 
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"What other faults do I have?" Swami Ji 
Maharaj says, "I rely on my wisdom, my 
intellect, and always I have this desire: 
that using my wisdom and intellect, I will 
defeat other people." Because you know 
that the egoist always thinks that he is 
right and can defeat everyone with his in- 
tellect. 

I boast a lot, but I have no love 
within me. 

I deceive the innocent devotees. 

He boasts a lot. He exhibits his qualities 
a lot to people. He does not have real love 
for the Master within him, but outwardly 
he shows love to people in order to im- 
press them that he has a lot of love for 
the Master and is connected with Him. He 
himself does not have liberation but he 
carries more burden of sin by impressing 
other people and telling them that they 
will get liberation from him. 

I have influenced (brought under my 
control) many men and women. 

I have enjoyed much honor and re- 
spect. 

Swami Ji Maharaj says that he has made 
many people his disciples, he has collected 
a lot of things, but from within he has not 
given up the desire to be honored and 
respected, nor has he given up the feel- 
ings of lust and other passions. There are 
many people, Swami Ji Maharaj says, 
who call themselves bhagats or devotees 
of the Lord, and who have all these bad 
qualities. 

I have love for the Master partly out 
of fear, partly out of cunning. 

Sometimes it is more, sometimes less. 

Now he says that he loved the Master only 
from outside, keeping deceit within him, 
and sometimes he loved the Master be- 
cause he was afraid it would be disrespect- 
ful if he did not express his love to the 
Master; that is why here He says, "Some- 
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times I loved the Master with deceit in me, 
sometimes I loved the Master because I 
was afraid of Him, sometimes I loved 
Him a lot, and sometimes I loved Him 
little." 

How long can I go on counting my 
faults? 

I have forgotten them. I don't even 
remember them. 

Swami Ji Maharaj is not telling the world, 
"You are full of faults," or "You have 
done this or you have done that." You 
know that Swami Ji Maharaj was a very 
pure soul, a very holy soul. In fact, God 
Almighty Himself came in the form of 
Swami Ji Maharaj, and He was full of 
good qualities. But still here He calls 
Himself "the one who is full of faults." 
He says. "0 my Lord, I do not know how 
may more faults I have. After doing all 
those bad deeds, I have forgotten them. 
That is why I cannot write more about my 
faults, but I have more than I have writ- 
ten down. You are the only One Who can 
shower grace on me, You are the only 
One Who can liberate me after forgiving 
me for all the bad deeds I have done." 

I am a thief, a backbiter, and un- 
chaste. I only think of myself. 

Swami Ji Maharaj does not keep anything 
hidden from His Master, He doesn't keep 
any secret from His Master. He says, "0 
Lord, my Master, I have the habit of 
stealing, of backbiting, of enjoying pleas- 
ures and passions; I am full of all this." 

I am selfish, unkind and arrogant. 
I have insulted many. 

He says, "I talk to people only because 
of my selfishness, and many times I have 
hurt people's feelings, or insulted them. 
Before talking to them or telling them 
anything, I did not think how I would feel 
if they were to say the same thing to me." 
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I have committed millions of sins. 0 Satguru, my boat has been wrecked 
How can Idescribe them all?- There in that part of the ocean where not even 

is no end to them. crocodiles want to go because they know 

Now He says, "I have committed billions 
of sins, I have done so many bad things. 
0 Satguru, if I had not met You, if You 
had not forgiven me, if You had not pu- 
rified me, who would have purified me?" 

0 Satguru, shower grace on me. 
With what mouth can I address You? 

"0 Satguru, shower Your grace upon me, 
I am the beggar of your grace. As a mat- 
ter of fact, I am not even worthy to ask 
forgiveness from you because all my body 
has also been polluted by these five 
dacoits; I don't even have a mouth from 
which I can ask your forgiveness." 

This poor soul also said the same thing 
in front of his Master, folding both his 
hands: "0 my beloved Master, I am your 
criminal, moment after moment; I am full 
of faults and sins. Only You can shower 
grace on me and forgive my sins. You are 
the Gracious One, and You should 
shower grace on me and forgive me." 

I have neither faith nor love-not 
even a little. 

How will You liberate me? 

Now He says, "0 Satguru, what lacking 
of mine should I tell you of? I have nei- 
ther love for You nor faith in You. I am 
like a stone. How much of Your grace will 
it take to liberate such a sinner as I am?"

Often I have said that I got many op- 
portunities to  go to  all the different soci- 
eties and communities and religions, and 
I did almost all the rites and rituals which 
people used to  do in India in those days. 
I went to  different temples, mosques and 
other holy places. For me all the temples 
and religious places were the same: I did 
not hate anyone, I did not feel any differ- 
ence between those holy places, because 
I was searching for God Almighty. And 
I performed austerities, I did the practices 
of water, I moved the rosary, I did all 
kinds of rites and rituals; but when I came 
to my beloved Master only then I realized 
that all the rites and rituals, all the outer 
practices which I had done, had no value

To say that I have taken refuge is also 
not true. 

It is difficult to be in the refuge of the 
Master. Our tongue may say it, but it is 
very difficult to be in the refuge. Master 
Sawan used to say, "It is easier to do the 
meditation; it is more difficult to seek and 
accept the shelter of the Master." 

In order to be in the refuge of the Mas- 
ter one has to behave like an innocent 
child forty days old. A child of forty days 
does not say anything; whether you keep 
him on this side or that side, no matter 
in which direction you turn him, he will 
not complain, he will not say even a word. 
In the same way, if we want to be in the 
refuge of the Mater, if we want to be in 
the will of the Master, we have to behave 
like that child of forty days. If we have 
any excuses or complaints while in the ref- 
uge of the Master, our refuge is broken 
and we cannot be called "the ones who are 
in His refuge." 

You only know Your power. 
Save me somehow. 

Swami Ji Maharaj says, "0 Master, only 
You know Your glory, only You know 
Your limit. I have come to Your refuge, 
I have taken refuge at Your feet. Now 
You should shower grace on me and im- 
prove my life. Whether you give me pain 
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or comfort makes no difference to me. 
Whether you make me cut grass in the 
field or whether you make me sleep on a 
comfortable bed, it makes no difference 
to me. I have taken refuge at Your feet; 
now it is Your job to shower grace on me 
and liberate me." 

I am low and full of doubts. 
My love for Your Feet is not strong. 

"I am the one who has been doing the low 
karmas, the dirty karmas, and You are 
the One Who can tighten my rope. You 
are the One. I do not have any love for 
You. You are the only One Who can de- 
velop that love for you within me." 

I am full of incurable diseases.

Now He says, "0 Lord, except you, who 
can give me the remedy? Who can treat 
me? Who can shower grace on me? Be- 
cause I am full of incurable diseases." 

Saints have the medicine of Naam. 
They liberate us from this world which is 
full of suffering. They take us above the 
pain of birth and death and they cut the 
disease of birth and death for us. 

Guru Nanak says, "This world is 
suffering and Naam is the only medicine." 

Without the truth one becomes dirty. 

Unique is the way of Your grace and 
mercy. 

Whenever You wish, You can liber- 
ate me in a moment. 

Now He says, "The glory of Your will 
cannot be known by anyone. Whenever 
you want you can liberate; just by look- 
ing into the eyes of someone You can 
liberate him. Who can know your glory?" 

Dear ones, you know how much love 
a mother has for her child. But if the child 
has a boil, she takes him to the doctor and 
the doctor advises an operation. The 
mother know what is good for the child, 
so she allows the doctor to perform that 
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operation. Even though the child thinks 
it is not good for him- he screams, he 
shouts-still the mother knows what is 
good for him and she does not hesitate 
in having that operation done. This is our 
condition. We do not know what is good 
for us, because we are the blind ones, we 
are the deaf ones. The Master is telling 
us from within, but we are not able to 
hear Him, we are not seeing the inner 
things with our eyes. That is why we are 
blind and deaf. Master gives us only those 
things which are good for us, but since 
we do not know why this pain has come, 
we scream and shout and sometimes we 
even find fault with the Master. But Mas- 
ter knows what is good for us, and He 
gives us only that. 

Sant Satgurus never like to see us weep- 
ing and suffering. They always extend 
physical help and grace to us in the mat- 
ter of paying off our karma. But we al- 
ways expect Them to do more. So when- 
ever we get even a little bit of pain, we 
get nervous and confused. 

Again and again I make this request 
and pray to You. 

"With my every single breath I am re- 
questing this to You, I am making my 
prayers to  You. You are my Lord, my 
Creator, You are my everything." 

Except for You, I see no one. 
Only You are my Saviour. 

"0 Satguru, I do not see anyone other 
than You to whom I can go and request 
all this. Up until now You have protected 
me, and you are the only one who will 
protect me now." 

Bad, bad- again I am bad, bad. 
But whatever I am, I have come to 

You. 

"No doubt I am bad, I am the worst, but 

since I have come to youv- Guru Nanak 
has also said, "No doubt I am very bad, 
I am the worst of all, but now my name 
is 'Your disciple,' and if You will not 
shower grace on me, if You will not for- 
give me and liberate me, what will people 
say? -That he was a disciple of the Mas- 
ter and he still didn't get liberation?" 

Dear ones, there is a great secret in this 
also. The disciple who has such faith in 
the Master, who relies on the Master so 
much that, "I am Your disciple and You 
have to liberate mev-he who has so 
much faith in the Master gets results and 
a lot of benefit from the meditation with- 
out doing it! - But our mind is such that 
he does not let us have this kind of faith 
in the Master. 

Now You have to protect my honor. 
Radha Soami, save me from all evils. 

In this brief hymn Swami Ji Maharaj 
showed so much humility before His 
Master, that one by one He mentioned all 
the faults which we worldly people have; 
but He did not say that we have all these 
faults, He said that He had them. Even 
though He was very pure and holy, He 
was the greatest of all, but still in order 
to make us worldly people understand 
what faults we have, He listed all these 
things. And even though we have all these 
faults in us, still we are pleased with our- 
selves; we say that we are full of good 
qualities. So just to  make us understand 
and realize that we are full of faults He 
listed all the ones that we worldly people 
normally have. 

Finally in the end Swami Ji Maharaj 
says, "0 my beloved Master, I am full of 
faults, but now I have taken refuge at 
Your Feet. My honor is in Your hand; 
You are my protector; and You are the 
only one who can shower grace on me, 
forgive me for my faults, and liberate 
me."

THE MASTER: What is your faith? I am 
teaching no faith. 

QUESTION: Well- we do not have Sikh- 
ism, and we do not have- 

THE MASTER: The basic principles of all 
religions are the same. I am teaching no 
"ism," mind that. Remain in your own 
faiths. But, there you have taken the first 
step-the elementary step. It is meant for 
the preparation of the ground. Now you 
have to take the other step which is re- 
ferred to in your scriptures, but which we 
have forgotten. This is no new faith, no 
new religion - nor am I going to advocate 
any religion whatsoever. There are al- 
ready so many faiths existing. Do you fol- 
low me? This gathering here is a purely 
spiritual gathering, a common ground for 
all to sit together, irrespective of whether 
they belong to one religion or the other. 
AS man we are one, as soul we are one, 
and also the one whom we worship- 
God-is also the same. There is no ism 
here, no ritual, no rites, no special form 
of prayers. 

QUESTION: This very question was an- 
swered by a man I asked it of. I said, 
"What is the relation between the Sikh re- 
ligion and the Radha Soami faith?" And 
he said, "It is the same, with the addition

of the Master." That's the way he an- 
swered this question. 

THE MASTER: NO, no, no. 

QUESTION: SO I'm glad to hear this said 
this way. 

THE MASTER: These are the facts. Sikh- 
ism also preaches the same thing. I think 
if all the other scriptures of the world 
were put together and the purely spiritual 
part were taken out, they wouldn't form 
even one-twentieth of the Sikh scriptures; 
it is a voluminous treasure. But they all 
referred to the Light and Sound Princi- 
ple and to the need of a Guru or a Mas- 
ter. Even the Sikh scripture enjoins that. 
It says, "Nobody can see God except 
through the Master." It not only says that, 
but it says, "Nobody has ever been, nor 
is, nor ever will be able to know God 
without a Master." So, Sikhism does pro- 
vide for a Master, and very emphatically 
so. But the general point is that when 
Masters leave, there are formations. So 
long as the practical Masters are there 
they go on all right. But for want of prac- 
tical Masters, formations become stagna- 
tions; then stagnation results in deterio- 
ration; and there are fights between 
religion and religion. 

So this is the truth. We forget it, and 
Masters come to revive that truth, again 
and again. Don't you see that when Christ 
entered the synagogue, he said, "You have 
made the house of my Father a business 
home." Is it not so? And he drove them 
out. The teachings are the same. To err 
is human. For want of practical people 
we dwindle down into error. 
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Sometimes the disciples say, "We are 
proud of the Masters to whom we be- 
long." The question arises whether the 
Masters to whom we belong are proud of 
us. They can be proud of us only if we 
live up to what they say. They said you 
must be reborn. All Masters say the same 
thing. But we don't know what the mean- 
ing of being reborn is. Christ said, "Mar- 
vel not if I say, you must be reborn." Now 
people have forgotten. They simply inter- 
pret it as having certain forms and rites 
and rituals and believing in some Master; 
and that is to be reborn. Well, that is not 
so. If you go to it without any prejudice, 
you will find the same truth. We, in our 
own zealousness, consider that perhaps 
we have the only truth and nobody else. 
Well, the truth is there; Masters came to 
give out the truth. Of course they gave out 
whatever was necessary at the time. But 
they all referred to that: "you must be re- 
born." By a parallel study of religions, 
which I have done since I was a child, and 
by sitting at the feet of my Master, I have 
come to that very one hundred percent 
truth. I have met heads of various re- 
ligions. They all give in there; they can- 
not deny it. Fact remains fact; truth is 
truth. So, I have regard for all Masters. 

This question was put to my Master: 
"Why don't you raise a new religion?" 
What did he say? He said, "There are al- 
ready so many wells existing. What is the 
use of digging up a new well? Why not 
take the water out from the wells that al- 
ready exist?" Truth is there. You perhaps 
have read the book, Naam or Word. 
What is in there? It gives references- 
quotations - from all religions. What 
more is wanted? The pity is that we have 
forgotten. We worship the same God- 
call Him by one name or the other; that 
makes no difference. We are concerned 
with that Reality which is spoken of by 
so many names. Whether you say water 
in English or aqua in Latin or many other 
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names in other languages, all the same we 
are concerned with the liquid called by 
those names. Unless we have the liquid, 
there is no use simply repeating one name 
or the other. That only directs our atten- 
tion towards that thing that is liquid, by 
drinking which your thirst is quenched. 

This is the truth. Who can deny it, tell 
me, when all men are born the same way? 
Is there any man who denies that? Brah- 
mins are people, I would say now, who 
claim, "We are born with special 
privileges from God - we are superior to 
all men." Once Kabir, the great saint, sim- 
ply put to them a very blunt question: "If 
you are superior, why were you not born 
some other way?" Do you see? 

All men are alike. Their outer construc- 
tion is the same: they have all got two 
eyes, two ears, two hands, two feet. They 
are born the same way, and all other 
things are the same. It is we who make 
differences. It is we who make divisions. 
When Masters come, they look from a 
universal point of view. They consider all 
humanity to be their family. 

Four children of the Tenth Guru of the 
Sikhs were killed. His wife came and 
asked him, "Where are my children?" He 
said, "Never mind: four have died, but so 
many are alive." 

This is the angle of vision of the 
Masters. They look from the angle of the 
man-body, or the soul-the embodied 
soul. As a man we are all one. Of course, 
I'm carrying this badge, you're carrying 
those badges: all the same, we are men 
first. The same difficulties reside in us: 
Our souls are under the control of mind; 
mind is under the control of the outgo- 
ing faculties; we are given up to outward 
enjoyments, all of us. They say the body 
is the temple of God. We are in the body, 
there is some Power which is keeping us 
in the body; otherwise we would have run 
away, out of this man-body; but we can- 
not. So unless we withdraw from the 
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outside- our attention is withdrawn from 
outside-we can have no awareness of 
our own. Unless we know ourselves, we 
cannot know about the Power that is con- 
trolling us in the body. 

Then where is the difference? God is 
Light -all Masters say so: God is Light. 
Of course they use their own words. Some 
say it is Jyoti; some say it is Noor; some 
say it is "Truth clothed in Light." Where 
is the difference? Even when Zoroaster 
came, what did he say? He ad.~ised his 
followers to keep a fire buring constantly 
in their homes. And what sort of fire? It 
should be unstruck fire: Sraosha. My 
point is, I am not giving out something 
new - some new religion, some new con- 
cept. This is the old, old truth which has 
been the same all along. We have been 
forgetting it; Masters have been coming 
to revive it. Again the time has arrived. 

We have so many religions. Why are 
there so many religions, when the truth 
is one? The difference is due to this fact: 
among those who have realized the truth, 
there is no difference; among those who 
have not realized it, there are parties and 
separate sects, subsects and so on-and 
they are increasing daily. This is appar- 
ently due to the fact that we have not 
realized - seen - the truth, that's all. 

So, when Masters come, they don't 
start any new religion. They say there are 
already so many social bodies of religions. 
Remain in whichever one you are; you 
have taken the first step. Now take the 
other step, which is given in our own 
scriptures, but which we have forgotten. 

What do they do now? I went to the 
king of the army of the Templars. He had 
invited me. They were going to make new 
Templars. Generally they don't allow any- 
one else to be there, but in Germany they 
especially invited me. I went there. What 
did they do? Those who were to be made 
Templars were made to stand up. A can- 
dle was lit outside and they put it in front 
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of them. Then each one was given that 
which they customarily give him. Then 
another man put a sword on his head. 
Well, what does that show? We must cru- 
cify ourselves to reach that Light. But 
they have forgotten the inside, and they 
don't know how to crucify themselves- 
to take up the cross daily. What is the 
cross? Have you ever considered it? A 
cross is that. [Master opens his arms wide, 
so that his body makes a cross.] Is it not 
a cross? Take the cross daily; rise above 
body-consciousness, and see the Light 
within. That is becoming a true Templar. 
In any religion you'll find the same thing. 
In all places of worship you have the same 
symbols: Light and Sound. Unless we rise 
above the body - take up the cross daily 
-we cannot have that Light, we cannot 
hear the Voice of God. 

So, I assure you I'm giving you no new 
faith, mind that. Don't be misled. Remain 
in your own religion, but try to under- 
stand more. The pity is that our ministers 
are also not in the full know of things. 

I had a long talk at the Vatican in 
Rome - about two or three hours long - 
with the bishop in charge of the non- 
Christian religions. When we talked over 
the whole thing he said, "What you say 
is right." 

"All right, now that you see this is the 
true teaching of Christ, why don't you 
change the whole thing?" I quoted the ex- 
ample of Pope John. When he started 
something, he never consulted his 
committee-he ordered: "Do that!" If 
John could order it, why can't it be done 
now? He said, "If we do it now, half of 
the bishops will revolt. We will bring them 
around in time." 

So truth is truth. Any awakened man 
does realize that. That's another thing: 
one man thinks, in the zealousness of his 
own system, we have got the only truth. 
Mohammedans say they are the only ones 
born that way. And the Christians, too, 
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perhaps say that nobody else at all has 
come into the world with the truth. Well, 
truth is truth. 

The other day I went to a Unity 
Church. I asked the minister, "What are 
your teachings?" He gave me a pamphlet. 
I read it; it said there, "Christ lived be- 
fore Jesusv-that very wording is there: 
"Christ lived before Jesus." And what is 
Christ? One man came up to me when I 
was here the last time in 1955 and put the 
question to me, "When is Christ return- 
ing?" I told him, "Has he ever left you?" 
That is the point. Christ said, "I shall 
never leave thee nor forsake thee till the 
end of the world." If He has not left us, 
where is the question of returning? 

So, I read the pamphlet the other day. 
I've got it with me. It says, "Christ lived 
before Jesus." Christ is the God Power 
or the Guru Power which continues to 
come from time to time for the guidance 
of the child Humanity. It came even be- 
fore Christ Jesus, before Buddha or Guru 
Nanak or anybody. We are all His chil- 
dren. How can He disregard His chil- 
dren? Those who were born before Christ 
Jesus or Guru Nanak or anybody - what 
about their fate? And what about those 
who came after them? Let us assume for 
one moment that those who believe in 
them will be saved. Then what about 
those who came before them? Will they 
all be doomed? This is seen from a com- 
mon sense point of view. The fact remains 
a fact. Any awakened man realizes that. 

My point is, we are all children of God: 
The soul is of the same essence as that 
of God, and the same Controlling Power 
is keeping us in the body. The man-body 
is a golden opportunity we have in which 
we can realize God. But to realize God 
we must know ourselves first; because it 
is only the soul, the conscious entity, 
that can know Him: like alone can know 
the like. He cannot be known by the out- 
going faculties, or by the intellect, or by 
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the vital airs. These are the facts. 
So that God Power continues- the 

Sonship continues. Only for want of prac- 
tical people we zealously stick to one thing 
or the other; and what is the result?- 
religious wars, in which thousands of 
people are killed. 

I am giving you a broader view. Does 
not the Bible say that God does not re- 
side in temples made by the hand of man? 
What should we say now? We have re- 
spect for the holy places of worship, be- 
cause people sit together there in sweet 
remembrance of God. "Where more than 
one man sits," Christ said, "I am there." 

Who is Christ? Christ is God Power. 
Call it Christ Power or Guru Nanak 
Power or Kabir Power-that is God 
Power which manifested at human poles 
to guide the child Humanity. So we have 
regard for them all. 

So, this is no new faith, please, mind 
that - there are no labels so far. So long 
as I remain, I won't permit it. If the 
people after me do it, then that is their 
own fate. But remember, this is no new 
faith. It is only a common ground, called 
a spiritual gathering, where men of all 
religions sit together - here, sometimes in 
the hundreds; in India, in the 
thousands -of all faiths, of all religions. 
They're given only the teachings of an 
ethical life, of purity of life, and of a con- 
tact with God, that's all. You may say a 
prayer this way or that way, or perform 
a certain ritual this way or that way. Of 
course, they are meant to  develop love 
and devotion in us. That is the first 
step- that's all right. The second is to un- 
derstand the true import of the scriptures 
that we have-to understand them. But 
to understand them we need somebody 
who has had those experiences, who has 
been put on the Way. That is why all are 
dear to me. 

Hindus ask me to come; I go over there
